Is there enough space and is it 

configured properly, or are there space 

surpluses, deficiencies or functional 

inadequacies?  What is the utilization of the 

space?

Benefits of Facility Assessments

A comprehensive facility assessment has two major  

components:

Condition Assessment - a survey to identify 

architectural, structural, mechanical, plumbing, 

electrical and site conditions.  This assessment 

addresses your facility’s physical condition, 

where it’s at in its life span  and whether or not 

it complies with current codes.
